Senator Kalter:  All right, welcome back.  So the next and final thing on the agenda is to go to the University Review Committee ASPT equity proposal, and we sent around both the proposal that you saw two weeks ago and then also a relatively minor change that University Review Committee made to phases three and five.  I'm going to ask Dr. Goodman to come to the chairs.  Did you want to say anything about either that change or anything else?

Dr. Goodman: Well, one thing I failed to do last time was to thank the committee that helped assemble the first draft for this, and that was Dr. Kalter, Dr. Blum, Dr. Catanzaro, Dr. Crothers, Dr. Dean, Miss Angela Engel, Dr. Enriquez, Dr. Hatt, Dr. Houston, and Mr. Walesby from OEOA.  So I wanted to make sure that they were officially thanked for getting our first draft.  As for updates of phase three and phase five, we realized that we just dropped in language and forgot to give kind of an intro to it.  If you noticed that the URC committee shifted the structure style from phase one and phase two to where phase one and phase two, you'll see that it's numbered out.  The Equity Review Committee will do three things, and it lists one, two, three, what those are.  With phase three and five, it went with more of a Prose style from the committee, and that's what the URC passed and is sending to Faculty Caucus for consideration.  And that's why it has that kind of different structure.  And of course we are always open to feedback.  We're not trying to undo the work that the committee sent us; we just wanted to massage it a little bit more.
Senator Kalter: Terrific.  And we had also talked about how I think it was phase two and phase three could be a little bit more similar, but we decided it's the end of the year and it's hard to get the URC together.  So if there are changes to phase three, we've got plenty of time to make basically non-substantive changes that just clarify that phase a little bit.

Dr. Goodman: Yes, ma'am.  And I think our most important thing is to get phase one going with the Faculty Caucus' approval, and I believe that we've asked PRPA and they're ready for us to say yes, we're ready to go ahead and start collecting this data and then working through this.  We realize because this is new, the equity review has been in our ASPT document for some time, but we haven't done it.  So we anticipate making some adjustments along the phases as we go forward.

Senator Kalter: Excellent.  All right, so this is in Action because we saw it in Information last time.  Do we have any debate about this proposal?  All right, it looks like not.  

The motion to approve the ASPT equity review process and its phases was unanimously approved.

Senator Kalter: Excellent.  We have an ASPT review process.  Go gangbusters over the summer!  Collect all the data, and we're looking forward to seeing what we find.

Senator Ferrence: I just wanted to ask a question related to a different hat since I managed to be on our CFSC next year.  Are CFSCs likely to see something sometime in the next academic year that they need to address on this?  Phase one is likely to start, but I'm just kind of curious of the timeline.  Kind of asking about my own liabilities.

Dr. Goodman: I wish that I had a globe that I could look in and tell you no.  But I see it taking a little while for PRPA to get the data, and what we want to do as the URC for the equity review is to identify any anomalies that we see, and then those would be bounced to the CFSC.  Whether that happens next academic year, I would say there is more of a high probability, but not in the fall.  More along the lines of the spring.  And I believe the URC would be sensitive to reviews and reports that need to be filed by the CFSC.  And again, to reiterate, this is why we changed it to phases and not years because we didn't want to be hemmed in to creating more additional work for CFSCs that couldn't be contained in an academic year.
