Call to Order

Senate Chairperson Susan Kalter called the meeting to order following the Senate meeting.

Senator Kalter:  Two things on the agenda for the faculty caucus.  We decided to make it a short faculty caucus because we knew the other meeting might go a little long.  So the first thing is that we have an election for the search committee for the Vice President for Finance and Planning.  You'll notice that there are actually supposed to be six people on this ballot, and only four people stepped up to be on the search committee.  Out of those four or however many we decide to elect, the President chooses three to be on the search committee.  

The four nominees were elected by acclamation.

10.05.16.01 Proposed changes to 3.3.8 main AFEGC policy
Senator Kalter: And then our only action item tonight is, or I guess I should say our only other action item is we decided to break off the first part of the AFEGC policy from the rest of the other four parts.  Because this is the one that had some urgency to it for non-tenure track faculty in order to sort of clarify for them and for the rest of the community that they do, in fact, go through the AFEGC process if they have an ethics complaint.  So that's the main change in policy 3.3.8., the main part of the policy, which talks about Authority, Jurisdiction, Exemptions, and Malicious Charges.  And then you'll see that we also added a couple of things.  You'll remember from last time that we added some things under complaints and grievances and did a little tweaking here and there, and I think that's really the main stuff.  Let's see.  We are essentially bringing this out of Rule Committee, although it went kind of by way of another sort of process in terms of myself and some people from HR, etc. getting together.  So why don't we do this in the regular way rather than coming out of a committee.  We'll just put a motion on the floor.  Would anybody like to put a motion on the floor to pass these proposed changes?  
Motion:  By Senator Horst, seconded by Senator Wortham, to approve the proposed changes to 3.3.8 main AFEGC policy.
Senator Kalter:  Senator Horst, did you have a comment, or were you just making a motion?

Senator Horst:  My question is I believe the last time we approved this policy it went to the full Senate?  Is this going to go to the full Senate?
Senator Kalter:  It was not supposed to go to the full Senate the last time.  That was an error.  It actually, we have records of it being a Caucus issue.

Senator Horst:  Yeah, remember when I worked on it as secretary and Chuck McGuire got that version that we did went in front of the full Senate.
Senator Kalter:  Yeah.
Senator Horst:  This is fine, too.  I'm just…

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  We found records that indicated that it should have gone, even that time, to the Faculty Caucus.  Essentially it's a faculty disciplinary issue.

Senator Horst:  Yeah.  Okay.

Senator Kalter:  So, for the most part, yeah.  So, yeah, that's why it's here, actually.  Any debate?  Any other items about this?
Senator Dyck:  I believe that the last time we met you asked me to take that back to the non-tenure-track at Mennonite, and I've not heard back from them yet.
Senator Kalter:  This one…

Senator Dyck:  Or is this one a different piece?

Senator Kalter:  It's a different piece of the same committee.  So that was one of the reasons actually why we separated it out a little bit so that we would give you and Senator Lonbom a little bit more time, because I think that one is in 3.3.8A, so that'll come, you know, a little later.  So you said that you have not yet heard back?  Okay.  That's important to know, so we'll wait on you before scheduling the next ones.  And also, Senator Lonbom, have you heard back?  

Senator Lonbom:  All indications are they're fine, the administration who deals with the NTT side.  They've had their chance to talk about it.
Senator Kalter:  Terrific.

Senator Lonbom:  I haven't heard anything otherwise.

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  Wonderful.  Thank you.  Any other observations?  Any debate, I guess should say for action item?  All right.  

The motion to approve changes to 3.3.8 main AFEGC policy passed unanimously.
