Call to Order

Senate Chairperson Susan Kalter called the meeting to order. 
Oral Communications:  Panel of Ten Chair for College of Arts and Sciences Dean’s Search; additional Panel of Ten searches for 2021-22 (Student Success; International Pathways; others)

Senator Kalter:  We'll probably sort of skip a little over the first communication.  What I wanted was…  So, ordinarily when a Provost or a President is choosing the Panel of Ten Chair for a search, I will give the person sort of some information about, you know, who the people are on the list on the Panel of Ten, especially for a new Provost who doesn't know many people on campus.  Other people, you know, we'll give that person advice about who might be good.  One of the things, Larry, that you might note to him is that there are quite a few Panel of Ten people from the College itself.
President Dietz:  Right.

Senator Kalter:  So, he'll want to think a little bit about.  Does he want a Panel of Ten Chair from within the College or from outside the College?  And then I was going to, you know, say to him, you know, feel free to reach out to any of the people on this Committee about the people the new list, you know, to sort of pick out Panel Ten chairs.  And then we were going to…  We've got at least two searches that have been announced.  One is the College of Arts and Sciences Dean.  One is the Grad School Director.  And so I just wanted to bring that up to remind him, because it may not be completely obvious that that one is also a Panel of Ten search, and I got a formal notification of the first one but not yet of the second one.  So, it may just be that that's in process.  And then there were two others that may be in the offing.  One was for the AVP for Student Success, and one was for the International Pathways position, which is kind of in…  I'm not sure…  I can't remember exactly where that was left and whether or not they're moving forward with that.  But just those for next year should probably be discussed, you know, with the Senate chair, with this Committee as those are moving forward because of, you know, the questions about which ones of those should be Panel of Ten.

President Dietz:  Yeah.  You know, I've already had a preliminary conversation, particularly on the Dean search, and I said you've talked to some people, form your own opinions, I said there are lots of people to talk to.  There are some really wonderful people on that list.  And so, I said I think the issue is just the dynamic between that search and others, because we'll need to be judicious about how all of that gets…  So, if we have duplication, it's conscious, but it's usually better not to do that, just given the workload and so forth.  So, he and I have had specific conversations about the Dean position, in particular, and the grad position.  We've not talked very much about the AVP job, but the last one, the international, we're still negotiating with INTO.  The term that we've used with INTO this last year is that we've kind of mothballed the program, so I've been in conversations specifically with their CEO, John Sykes, and so we're still talking about the future of that program, knowing that the future is bright, but the pandemic has had a heck of an impact on that.  So, realistically, we're probably talking about '21-'22 or '22-'23 before a lot of success will happen there.  But we're in the conversation about that, so I think it's a little premature on that one right now.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  The other thing I should mention to people…  I noticed that after the Caucus, the next day or the day after, I noticed that we had made a mistake in the way that we voted, and even though we have plenty of people who wanted to serve on the Panel of Ten, we ended up only seating nine, so that was one mistake.  And then, because of my incredibly poor eyesight or because I was looking at, you know, presidential candidates all that day, I accidentally took somebody off the final ballot that should have been on, so we're going to need to run some sort of special election for the tenth seat on the Panel of Ten, so I'm really sorry about that.  It was totally my misreading of the ballots, because I could not see the numbers.  So, okay, let's see.  Anything else about that one before I go to the second Oral Communication?  Oh, here's the Provost.  Wonderful.  Greetings, Aondover, we understand that you are calling us from a different place than usual, and we express our sympathy for you.
Provost Tarhule:  Thank you so much, Susan.  I appreciate that.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  We just talked about the Panel of Ten stuff.  I won't belabor that.  Larry can sort of fill you in.  I think we were at the end.  I was asking whether anybody had anything about that before we move to the next thing.
President Dietz:  I have one question about that.  Should the election happen before there's any decisions on who is going to be invited to chair these?  Should we have a full Panel of Ten?

Senator Kalter:  That is a really good question, Larry.  I think what I should do is send you the list of people who were, you know, numbers 10, 11, 12, you know, like the ones that didn't get nominated just so you know who might be elected, and then you can maybe make that decision as you move forward.  But, yeah, it was just a…  Yeah, I think you may want that just to know who could be in the pool and see, you know, hey, there's somebody in there that I might want to pick if that person's elected, and so we're going to wait, or we need to run the election like…  Right now, we don't have a Faculty Caucus after the May meeting, but we could do it as soon as the May meeting if that's needed.

President Dietz:  Okay.

Provost Tarhule:  Susan, is this for the Arts and Sciences Dean Search?  You already sent me a list of nine as entered.
Senator Kalter:  Yeah, so what I was saying, Aondover, was that I accidentally made a couple of mistakes with the vote on that night, and so we accidentally only elected nine instead of ten, and then I accidentally left somebody off of the…  If you remember there was a second ballot, and so that person should go back into the running when we do the election for the tenth person.

Senator Horst:  We have to have that on the agenda that we approved later on?

Senator Kalter:  Yeah, we would need to approve that within 48 hours of the meeting if we had that.  So, maybe I should ask people here, you know, if that….  What we were trying to avoid as Faculty Caucus with elections because it took so much of Carla Birckelbaw’s time late at night and all of that.  So, do we want to do that in May, or do we want to do that in August?  I'll ask the faculty members here.

Senator Nikolaou:  Well, if we need to have the complete list so that they can be selected for the respective searches, probably we should do it in the May meeting.  And if it is only one that we're electing, it shouldn't take that long as the one we did a week ago.

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  Todd, do you think so as well?

Senator Stewart:  Yeah, that sounds appropriate to me.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  And I see Tracy nodding her head as well.

Senator Mainieri:  Yeah, I was going to agree with Dimitrios in that if Carla needs a break from doing that, like I'm well versed in Qualtrics, so like I'd be happy to do the behind the scenes if we need to after her Herculean effort last time.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  I'm also thinking, you know, one time this past year we did that kind of thing right at the top of the Senate meeting because it was like why have a whole Caucus when we can just vote on this in the Senate at the top of the meeting, and everybody would be there.  It would allow her to come early if it's her who comes, and then we wouldn't have to have another Faculty Caucus Exec Meeting, you know, because right now we can't really quite meet as the Faculty Caucus Exec because we needed to have 48 hours' advance notice and all of that.  So, when we get to the Senate agenda, we can put it right at the, you know, sort of the topish part of that agenda and just have that election in the Senate.  
Senator Mainieri:  Does it need to be…  Is it okay that it would be next year's Senate voting on that?

Senator Kalter:  I think that's all right, actually.  I mean there's nothing we can do about it, unfortunately.  It was just a total error on my part.  When I read off the names, I thought that I was seeing the lowest number, and it turned out not to be.  Okay.  Let's see.  
So next thing was just to let….  So, I sent everybody an e-mail on Saturday about the questions for the Rules Committee about the quorum, the majority, and the extension.  So those will be routed to Rules, you know, for their Issues Pending list.  Does anybody want to say anything about those?  

Senator Mainieri:  The only thing I was going to say is I know that we have routed talking about electronic voting.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.

Senator Mainieri:  Was that also to Rules?
Senator Kalter:  So, yeah, Tracy, we actually did route that.  It was on the agenda and then when the pandemic occurred and we all went virtual with Open Meetings Act, we basically discovered for the first time that that may not be viable.  In other words, when we…  Once we come out of the pandemic and we're back into the normal Open Meetings Act, it's not clear that electronic voting is allowed through that Act.  So, I think that it's still on the Rules Issues Pending list as something to discuss.  I don't think it ever got, you know, discussed or taken off.  But I have a feeling that we've discovered during this last year that we didn't really understand how that all worked as well as we needed to.
Senator Mainieri:  Sure.  Yeah, I just asked because it seemed timely along with the questions that you raised.  So many of them had to do with like voting procedures.  Right?  And so, I just wondered where that was and if perhaps that could kind of get grouped in with those as well, just as a reminder to kind of take that up as we come out of the pandemic.
Senator Kalter:  That's actually a really good idea to like bundle those so that they just get all cleared out of the Issues Pending for Rules all at the same time.  And I would definitely recommend that what I had recorded in that e-mail as what this process has been that those be the rules, even if Rules Committee is recommending a change in how any of those work, that we got by the old rules in order to vote in that change.  Right?  And then it would be changed.  So, for example, we've been counting a quorum by the number of seats, whether they're vacant or not vacant.  The principle behind that has been we don’t want a tiny, tiny little Senate running, you know, things.  We want true representation.  And so, we've been counting it by the what, 52 or 54 people, whatever it is in the seats rather than by the number of seats that are filled or by the number of people who are there that particular night.  The only exception is in the Caucus when we do elections, and I'm guessing that 25-30 years ago they figured out that sometimes people don't come to Caucus or something like that, and so they needed to do it by the numbers present or something.  But just a recommendation there.  All right.  If nothing else on that.

Senator Kalter: You will see in the next set where it says 'To be numbered, Section A, B, C, D, etc.'…  This is what the Faculty Affairs Committee voted out of committee in its final meeting of the year, and Mary actually had the time to try to do a summary of the marginal comments that were started to accumulate along the side of each of those, and that's what's going to be part of the summer meeting is making sure that we're checking all of those off.  But so this group is what's going to be forwarded to the Senate floor as an Information Item in the early fall.  So, I don't know if anybody had any comments about the specific drafts there.  I see at least one person, Dylan.  It complicated, so I am explaining this well?
Senator Toth:  Yeah, I think so.  I was just following along.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  Okay.  I just wanted to make sure, because it complicated for every…

Senator Horst:  You voted it out, and you're just going to clean it up.  But you voted on it.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  We're not going to change all of the subsections.  There may be a slight change to the summary of marginal comments if during that summer meeting we notice that we forgot one or if we notice that there's one on there that we took care of already and that the Senate doesn't need to look at it or whatever.  But, yeah.

Senator Stewart:  I did notice a couple of typos and maybe an inconsistency.  I'd be happy to put that into a file and send that to you.

Senator Kalter:  Oh, that would be terrific, Todd.  Thank you.  

Senator Stewart:  That seems easier than trying to go through all of that here.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah, I mean I don't know how many of you used Teams during your subcommittee meetings, but we were doing that all semester, all year, and Teams is not easy to edit on Zoom with a whole group of people, so I'm not surprised to hear that there are typos and all that.

Senator Nikolaou:  So, that was the question that I had.  So, you're going to meet during the summer.  So, we are not going to see like the cleanup copy in Exec before we send it on the floor?  So, my question is if it's that urgent that we cannot actually have it as an item in the first Exec in August where we are going to be able to see all the changes that have happened?  And then put it on the Senate agenda?
Senator Kalter:  That might be a good idea for this one, actually.  I'm hoping that, like I said, that we won't make any further changes to subsections A through K, because if we suggested anything it would have to go back to FAC because FAC voted on it.  And so, the only thing that didn't go through FAC was the summary of marginal comments.  Mary made that after the meeting at my request.  Actually, I had asked Craig McLauchlan if he would have any time to do that, and Mary did it instead.  And so that's the only thing that I think would change.  But I think you're right, actually, with this one.  It's complicated enough that maybe…  It's not like the Textbook Affordability one where you can just say, yeah, that's ready.  So, I can let Cera know to put this again on an Exec agenda for the first August meeting if possible, with the hope that it will still go to Information in August, September.  Sounds good.  
Academic Senate Calendar for 2021-2022 (Advisory Item May 5, 2021)

Senator Kalter: Okay.  Next item is the calendar.  You saw this a couple of weeks ago.  I just wanted to put it back on here in case anybody had found anything that needed changing on the Academic Senate calendar.
Senator Mainieri:  So, I feel like almost every year I've been on Exec we've had some conversation along the lines of we should probably look at how elections go and where orientation fits in and those type of things, and we had one earlier this year.  Can you just clarify what has to appear on the calendar?  Does it have to appear when the elections and stuff happen, or could we remove that from the calendar and just keep the dates to allow the Exec for next year to determine how they want to do it and kind of take a look at it when it's not so rushed like our previous conversations have been?  I don't know if that makes sense.
Senator Kalter:  I'm pretty sure that we have to put it on the calendar, given that elections happen at that meeting and since the audience is not going to be just senators but people who might become senators in the following year and deans and stuff like that.  But that doesn't mean that the calendar can't change.  I think we had a conversation about how we want to get on top of it early in the year to figure out what you just said.  And so if a group gets together and figures that out and decides that what's on the calendar is not what they want, they have plenty of time to bring that to the Senate and say let's do a change on that and here's why.  But I think the Orientation…  I don't think the Orientation really needs to go on there.  It would depend a little bit on whether a majority of a quorum is going to show up at that meeting, though, for the Orientation.  Right?  If a majority of a quorum is likely to show up, and it's usually all of the student senators plus a couple of faculty, it's probably best if there's going to be an in-person Orientation to eventually put that on the Senate calendar, back on the Senate calendar as well.  But we took it off last year, and I'm kind of glad we did because I ended up, you know, doing that basically asynchronously this year.
Senator Mainieri:  I guess I'm wondering if whether it's next year's Exec or whatever the case might happen to be come up with a proposal to kind of rework it a little bit.  Does that have to go through a committee, or is that something Exec could decide to propose and put on the agenda with the full Senate to make that change?
Senator Horst:  The Senate organizes the meetings.  I mean the Exec organizes the meetings, right?
Senator Mainieri:  I just hate for…  My worry is that if it does have to go through a committee, right, we're talking about perhaps a couple of years for a change to happen.  So, that why I just wanted to ask what the procedure was.
Senator Kalter:  Maybe we could do what we're doing with the Integrity Policy and keep it on the Exec agenda for the first August meeting to remind everybody to talk about it then or at least early in the year.  Would that work?

Senator Mainieri:  I think that would be great.  But I think the fall…  There's so much less pressure, right, to have a decision and kind of think through it.  And we always tend to think about it when it's a couple of weeks out.  So…  Just my suggestion for the next year.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah, and we could mark it.  Instead of marking it in that one as advisory item May 5th, we could mark it in a slightly different way to sort of trigger the conversation.  Right?  Executive Committee Discussion or something like that.
Senator Horst:  I wanted to request that we add two Faculty Caucus only meetings Wednesday, just two.  One on the other Wednesday.

Senator Kalter:  On alternate Wednesdays?

Senator Horst:  Yeah, just one.  I'm pegging something like October 13th in the fall, like somewhere in the middle.  So, as we get going with the ASPT, we would have just one meeting where it would just be the ASPT.  And then the other one, I have something like February 9th, because then it comes back from URC, right, Susan?
Senator Kalter:  Well, it depends on how quickly you guys can work.

Senator Horst:  Yeah.  I'm just thinking one day in the fall and one day in the spring that the people can plan around.  So, if they have it at the beginning, then everybody knows about it.  I think one of the problems was when we were trying to add one in the middle of the year, but if we put it on the calendar, then everybody can know about it.  So that's my request/idea/motion that we add two Faculty Caucus, just two on the alternate Wednesday, one in the fall and one in the spring.  And I just randomly chose October 13th and February 9th.  

Senator Kalter:  Before I open that up for conversation, I'll just go on record once again saying I think the Faculty Caucus in general should meet on the opposite Wednesday’s.  Just an idea.

Senator Horst: Baby steps.  (Laughter)

Senator Kalter:  But, anyway, what does everybody think about adding two dates to the calendar where Faculty Caucus would meet on alternate Wednesdays?

Senator Horst:  Just one alternate Wednesday.  In the fall and one alternate in the spring.
Senator Nikolaou:  It makes sense and especially…  We will see, also, how busy we are in the regular Senate meetings, because it might be the case that we are able to cancel one of the Senate meetings.  So even if we schedule it for October 13th, if we are ahead of all the work that we need to do, we don't really need to be using.  But, as Martha said, it's better to see it on our schedule right now so that we know, okay, I have a prior engagement on that time.  But then, wouldn't that mean that we would need to look at the calendar on May 5th.

Senator Kalter:  We already are, I think.

Senator Nikolaou:  Okay.  

Senator Kalter:  So, it shows up as an Advisory Item every year, but we still always, I think, approve it. I'm trying to remember if we approve it formally or if we just say this is the calendar unless somebody objects.  And then if somebody objects, we approve it or something.

Senator Nikolaou:  But is it possible for…  Let's say people object.  Then do we go to a vote, or if we agree for adding, let's say, these two extra meetings.  And would that be…  If Faculty Caucus specific voting, not a Senate voting?  Because it is only for Faculty Caucus.  It's not for the full Senate to meet.
Senator Kalter:  So, I'm just going to record that I have two people who are agreeing that maybe we should have those two dates.  I don't have the full yet.  But one option could be to have an addendum to the calendar that's approved by the Caucus, you know, and, yes, I do think that it's the Caucus that should be determining their meetings, not the full Senate.  But, again, that doesn't necessarily mean we need to have a Caucus meeting.  But if we go in that direction, it might be best to have it as an addendum, a second page, rather than in the calendar.  Let me go to either Todd or Tracy next for this question.
Senator Stewart:  Yeah, I mean I think it's good to allow ourselves some extra time.  That seems reasonable.  So, I'm happy to, you know, see what the Faculty Caucus makes of that idea.  I mean the only thing I'll mention is I do worry sometimes that the work ends up filling the time allotted to it.  Right?  And so sometimes you can just end up growing and growing and growing the amount of time without actually accomplishing anything more.  But I think it's worth trying.

Senator Kalter:  Tracy?

Senator Mainieri:  I also think it's worth trying.  Does that…  Trying to think what that means for a Faculty Caucus Exec.  Would they need to meet an additional time?
Senator Horst: We could approve…  I mean the agenda is just basically going to be reviewing the ASPT, and it would only be that.  Right?  So, we could approve that when we approve the other agenda.  We can approve two in a row.  Right, Susan?

Senator Kalter:  Uh, uh.

Senator Mainieri:  So, we'd probably have to find a way to word that.  Right?  On the addendum or if we’re adding it to the calendar, just to note that when that, kind of planning, an agenda assignment is going to take place.
Senator Kalter:  One of the things I'll just remind everybody.  Last time when we needed the extra meetings, it was because we were doing the disciplinary articles and a five-year review at the same time, and then two years later the disciplinary articles came back.  So, it's possible to do, you know, ASPT five-year review with the number of meetings that we have.  But one of the things that can happen is if you've got an extra meeting, you can get it done earlier, and then it's probably a slightly easier year as a result of that.  And then if you are stretched for time, then you've got that time.  So…  Okay, and I don't know.  Do any of the students have anything to say about whether the Faculty Caucus wants to meet extra?  (Laughter)

Senator Toth:  I was going to say we don't really have an opinion, but we meet on the alternate Wednesday, so I mean any more time to deliberate in your Caucus, I think is beneficial.
Senator Harris:  That's the only thing I was going to say, because I remember at the beginning of the year when students wanted more time in Senate, but we couldn't get it because Faculty Caucus had to meet.  So, I think it's worthwhile to consider an alternative.
Senator Kalter:  All right.  Like Martha said, baby steps on that one.  I've been trying for at least two or three years.  Not easy.  Okay.  So, Martha, if you would do me a favor and write up an addendum that we can then send out to the full Senate, and what we'll do is we'll that thing like this is Advisory, this is what we're going to do, and if anybody objects, then the Caucus will have to have a little mini fight in the middle of the Senate meeting.
Senator Horst:  You want to do it in the middle of the Senate meeting?

Senator Kalter:  I don't know how else to do it.  I mean the other thing that you could do is if there are objections at the Advisory Item at the May meeting, if people object and then figure it out in August.
Senator Horst:  Yeah.  So, then we could have actually…  If nobody objects, then we can just approve it.  Otherwise, we can bring it up as the Information Item at the Faculty Caucus later on.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  

Senator Horst:  Okay.

Senator Kalter:  We're not having a Faculty Caucus later on in May, right?  As I understand, we're going to do that one Panel of Ten thing in the middle of this meeting.  Okay.  
Senator Kalter: Okay.  Last thing before we go to the approval of the proposed Senate agenda.  I wasn't sure whether.  Oh, sorry.  Dimitrios, did you have something else?
Senator Nikolaou:  A quick one for the calendar.  Should the Faculty Caucus on April 20th be 6:15 p.m. again instead of 6:30 p.m.?  Is half an hour enough?

Senator Kalter:  I think the only reason it was at 6:15 p.m. is because the Orientation was usually at 5:30 p.m., and the Orientation is usually at 5:30 p.m. to give people time to end their class, get a bite to eat, and come to the Orientation.  And so that's a really…  But I think, you know, sometimes those elections only run for 10 minutes, 15 minutes, and you've got a lot of time, but then there are nights like you guys apparently had last time where you're delaying Senate, and this has happened both on the floor of the Senate and in the Zoom environment, you know, once or twice.  So that's a really…  Yeah.  What do you all want to do?
Senator Horst: 6:15 p.m.

Senator Kalter:  6:15 p.m.  Okay.  Todd and Tracy?  6:15 p.m.?  Okay.  All right.  I will say the Orientation, when it's live, does take a full like 45 minutes.  Right?  So, if you're going to start the Orientation at 5:30 p.m. on the same night, that's up in, you know, question.  But if it is on the same night, it's helpful to have that.  Okay.  
IDEAS – Feedback from History Department chair (Add to IDEAS distributed materials for May 5, 2021 Information Item?)
Senator Kalter: So, I wasn't sure whether I had…  I thought I had distributed all of the IDEAS things to this committee.  I may not have, but Dimitrios as the chair of Academic Affairs gave me a whole bunch of stuff that will go onto the Senate floor, and the only question that I had was whether the feedback from Ross Kennedy also needs to go along with that or not.  So, I think… Dimitrios, what were the different materials that the Senate is going to see on?
Senator Nikolaou:  They were mainly the report from the UCC, the survey from the UCC, and the report from the Ad Hoc and obviously our own recommendation, but we didn't include any of the feedback from any of the other chairs or faculty, partly because we didn't have them at that point.  
Senator Kalter:  And this is the only one that's coming from a department chair, which is why I'm asking about it, because unlike the other ones that I've received…  The other ones are from individual faculty members and their opinions, but this one is from a department chair, so I wasn't sure whether it should go onto the floor or not.
Senator Mainieri:  I guess my question, having sat on Academic Affairs under Dimitrios' leadership is, you know, the list of courses was more of a way to kind of ascertain what's out there.  Right?  It wasn't saying these courses are absolutely going to fall under IDEAS, or these courses are the only ones.  And so, it seems premature to me to be worrying about which courses should or should not be on that list, because that list was populated at a particular time for folks to consider that particular issue.  And so, I don't want the conversation of IDEAS to get bogged down into well, would this course be qualified, would this course be qualified when that's for if IDEAS passes.  Right?  Or the committee that's going to be constituted or whatever that review process is to decide.  So that's my concern with kind of folding that in with the materials about the actual proposal.
Senator Kalter:  I think the thing that I would be concerned about is not so much which courses but whether there are time-to-degree issues in any major.  Right?  So that…  If it were to go on the Senate floor with the rest of the materials in May, that would want to be the focus, not whether History, whatever it was, 135 was going to be one of the courses or not, but that Dr. Kennedy identified what he feels to be a time-to-degree issue.  And if those courses, for example, are not included, then does that put history majors in some sort of bind, and are we going to have that happening with other majors, especially because History, I think, is only what, 40 credit hours.  It's not one of the big credit hour majors, and so, you know, that would be the only reason why I would think it could be put on, but it might also be something where that type of feedback should be solicited over the summer from all department chairs.  Yes or no is this going to cause a time-to-degree issue for you?  Can you give us a specific piece of feedback on that so that you have it all at once?  And, Tracy, I think I saw you give a thumbs up to that?
Senator Mainieri:  Yeah, that just seems…  Because I feel like that was on the docket anyways.  Right?  Was to solicit more targeted feedback over the summer.  So, it seems to me it would be great to fold (his name is gone from me right now) the History chair's feedback in with the rest of that feedback as an additional item for when it comes back in August.  Because, I mean, I don't think any of us anticipate this coming to a vote in May.
Senator Kalter:  Does that seem good to everybody?

Senator Horst:  That we're going to bundle that information with potentially other information that's gathered and then submit that all to the new Academic Affairs Committee when they review the information that comes from the floor of the Senate? Yep.  

Senator Kalter:  Yep. Yeah, that's a good idea.  Okay, so that one will not go on, but the other stuff whether you guys saw it or not…  There is stuff that's going to go on the floor in May.  I may have forgotten to distribute all of that to you, but it is going to be there.  
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Motion by Senator Nikolaou, seconded by Senator Toth, to approved the proposed Senate Agenda. 

Senator Kalter: Awesome.  So, let's see.  Let me go down to my copy here.  So what I have is a question up at the top, but we've got the elections.  We've got the regular Chairperson’s Remarks, Student Body and Administrator Remarks, the Senate Calendar as the Advisory Item, the IDEAS Graduate Requirement Proposal as the Information Item, and then I put on here…  Usually this would appear actually at the top of the meeting, but I thought possibly the IBHE-FAC Report would be of interest.  If not, we can take that off the agenda.  I do imagine that the…  You know, it's hard to know how long the IDEAS conversation will go on or not, so that one is sort of optional whether you want to hear that report or not.  
Senator Nikolaou:  Also, I was that Anne Shelley sent the information from the Textbook Affordability, and that was the one outstanding report from the AAC that is now two years.  So, I don't know if we want to add it in there, even if it is just as Advisory Items.

Senator Horst:  It should probably go to the Committee first, right?
Senator Nikolaou:  This is actually…  So, it came to us.  So, it's the annual report.  It's just that they were going to analyze the data from the faculty and the student survey, and they said they have a graduate student who is analyzing the data.  And once they have the data that they would want to make a presentation to us.  So, I don't know if we want to have the presentation from the Textbook Affordability now or leave it for August, like for next round.
Senator Horst:  I would say that my husband, who is Lane Crothers, I was just overhearing some conversations that they were having about like testing regimes and that kind of thing.  So, there is some time-sensitive information that he could share about what was going on in [IBHE-]FAC for the past two meetings, which isn't necessarily covered in the report.  He had another meeting after that.  But while we're on the topic of the agenda, Susan, I'm wondering if the Public Comment section, where to place the Public Comment section, given that we won't have…  Otherwise, the Student Body President would be doing it all by himself.  Do we want to have the officers do that after they're elected?
Senator Kalter:  Generally speaking, what we've been trying to do is to have Public Comment occur before Chairperson's Remarks.  So, I think that would probably be the most appropriate place so that we don't burden Senator Villalobos with…  It's already hard enough to be the Student Body President running the first meeting, as I think probably Lauren might be able to attest from last year, especially I think you were the first Zoom one.  So, I think putting Public Comment right before Chairperson's Remarks would work best.  We try to do it as early as possible in the meeting, like all other open meetings, because usually if a person is coming to comment, you have to presume that they might be commenting about something that is on the agenda, even though they're not required to, and so you want the whole body to hear that before they begin their deliberation.  And also, it's sort of like the courtesy that we extend to our administrators to not, you know, if they have other meetings on the Senate night, they can come to Senate, given their remarks in a normal time, and then, you know, go to whatever event they might have at 8:00 or 7:30 or whatever.  So…

Senator Mainieri:  First, as the new Senate or Exec considers the calendar, I think it is a little…  It feels strange because I'm not on Exec.  I'm not on Senate next year, so it feels strange to weigh in on the agenda for May.  So that could be something that we could look at the calendar to see if there could be an adjustment there.  But, to me, we had a pandemic year.  I mean this semester we've had some really long Senate meetings.  Right?  So I don't think that anyone would object to having a lean agenda, and so, for me, I'd say if we can take care of the business, seeing the new Senate, and having a healthy first discussion about IDEAS, to me that seems like a great way to kind of cap off the year and allow folks maybe have a little bit extra time back next Wednesday.  But that's my opinion.  I'm not…  I won't be involved in the meeting, so take it as you like.  
Senator Kalter:  So, Tracy, are you saying that both about the Textbook Affordability question that Dimitrios brought up and the IBHE-FAC report or just the first one?
Senator Mainieri:  Both.

Senator Kalter:  Both.  Okay.  And let's see.  I'm going to go to Dylan to ask your opinion about both of those.  

Senator Toth:  About removing the presentation and the textbook one?

Senator Kalter:  Yeah, should we have the IBHE-FAC presentation?  Should we add the textbook presentation?

Senator Toth:  I would echo Tracy's remarks then in that case.  Having that first discussion on IDEAS and opening up Senate to a good strong year.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  Todd.

Senator Stewart:  I just wanted to make sure.  You sent an e-mail earlier saying that we also needed to add an Information Item about the Academic Plan.

Senator Kalter:  Oh, right.

Senator Stewart:  I just wanted to make sure that didn't get forgotten.
Senator Kalter:  Yeah, that's not optional actually.  Thank you, Todd.  I totally forgot about that one.

Senator Horst:  Did that not go through the Academic Affairs Committee?

Senator Kalter:  No, it doesn't because of the IBHE timing of it.  
Senator Horst:  Okay.

Senator Kalter:  It's on one of those trajectories to go through us and then through the Board and then to IBHE, and last year they were able to push it to the fall but only because we were in the height of the pandemic.

Senator Horst:  I am then in favor of scrapping everything except for the Academic Plan.  (laughter)

Senator Kalter:  And the IDEAS, obviously.

Senator Horst:  Yeah, and the IDEAS.  Yeah.

Senator Kalter:  And I'm assuming…  I believe…  I'm going to check earlier agendas, but I'm assuming we want the plan to go before the IDEAS conversation?  Okay.  I didn't specifically get from you whether or not you were saying that, but I'm assuming that you also are advising us to take off both the IBHE and not put on the textbook thing.
Senator Stewart:  That sounds right, especially if the Academic Plan is involved.

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  I was going to go next to Avery, but I'll go to Dimitrios because he unmuted.  

Senator Nikolaou:  So, the only thing is that we are also going to add the Caucus as well at the top in that agenda, so now I'm thinking how much time we are actually going to have left for IDEAS.
Senator Kalter:  So, before we go to that second question, let me ask you the first question.  Where should we put the Panel of Ten election?  Right before Chairperson's Remarks and also before Public Comment?

Senator Horst:  The elections do take longer than you would think with the format.
Senator Mainieri: Could we put it at the end of the meeting so that students and other folks don't have to wait?  Is there a reason why it needs to go in the middle of the meeting?

Senator Horst: Carla’s there.  Then she can go.
Senator Mainieri: My apologies. 

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  So, let me read what we've got.  We've got the Call to Order, the Seating, the elections, the Panel of Ten election, Public Comment, Chairperson's, Student Body President, Administrator Remarks, the Calendar, the Academic Plan, and then IDEAS, but we're taking off IBHE-FAC. Do I have that correct?  Okay.  All right.  Is there anything else I'm forgetting?
Senator Horst:  I think it was Dimitrios was suggesting to maybe postpone the IDEAS discussion.

Senator Nikolaou:  That was actually a question that I wanted to ask.  I'm perfectly fine with having it at the May meeting just to initiate the discussion, but then I'm thinking in terms of we are pretty much going to take half of the time of our meeting before we even get to IDEAS, based on everything else that is before IDEAS.  And then we are going to start talking about IDEAS, and if we say that we want to stop our meeting relatively early, are we just forcing to talk about IDEAS just to say that we talked about IDEAS in the May meeting, and then we have to repeat the same discussion in August to refresh the memory of everyone.  I mean, because even though we say we initiated the discussion in May, no one is going to remember what happened in the May meeting when we come back in August.  And that's the question.  What we think is going to work the best.  Because I'm perfectly fine with, you know, presenting the IDEAS next Wednesday or in the August meeting.  I just don't want it to seem like, oh, and by the way, we are going to cover IDEAS, but we only have half an hour to talk about IDEAS in that meeting.
Senator Spranger:  Like I don't think there's going to be any decisions made about IDEAS even if we do talk about it on Wednesday, so I think that it could probably definitely wait until the August meeting.  Are any of the other two things that Tracy suggested like holding off on…  Are those things that we could probably like make a decision on in a shorter amount of time?  Do we think?  Or are they things that would be kind of contested?

Senator Kalter:  You mean the Textbook Affordability presentation and the IBHE-FAC presentation?

Senator Spranger:  Uh, uh.

Senator Kalter:  There's no action that would need to come out of the second one.  I doubt there's any action that would need to come out of the first one.  Right?  It's just a presentation.

Senator Spranger: So maybe instead of IDEAS like picking one of those?  I don't know.

Senator Kalter:  Let's see.  I'm going to go to….  Yeah, Lauren, I was going to go to you.

Senator Harris:  Yeah, for me personally, even though I won't be on the Senate, I still want to just go to the May meeting to at least hear what the preliminary conversations are going to be about IDEAS, just because this has been a passion project for me for a while, but I know that this is personal, but…  Yeah.  That was just my thoughts towards this.
Senator Kalter:  Taylor?

Senator Phillips:  Are you…  Okay, did you think I had my hand up, or you just polling…

Senator Kalter:  I'm just trying to do what I do in a normal room.  Right?  Like go around the room and get the temperature of the room.  But I can go to Dimitrios instead if you want me to.

Senator Phillips:  I would agree with what Avery was saying.  If IDEAS is just going to be on there to like sort of be talked about versus like any action being like taken on it.  It may be better to get one of the other items like out of the way.  But that was my only thought really.

Senator Kalter:  And Dimitrios?

Senator Nikolaou:  I actually had a question.  I don't know if Lauren or Taylor or Avery are going to know.  Do we already have all the new student senators that are going to be present for May, or are we still waiting for some for August?  Because if we don't have all of them, then it also means that probably we should wait.

Senator Spranger: We have a good majority filled, and actually Rodrigo and I did like a lot of interviews today and are continuing tomorrow, and we should have a full association hopefully by the end of the week, which would be exciting.  But we would be making those appointments this Wednesday.  So, I guess it actually might be full for senators on Wednesday.  But, unclear.  We're still trying to talk to JD about the semantics and stuff.
Senator Kalter:  Yeah, I just got the list from JD, but I did not know that you had vacancies.  So, okay.

Senator Spranger:  I think there are six senator vacancies right now.  Or five.  But we are doing a lot of interviews to fill those.

Senator Kalter:  So, it is…  I'm just going to go around and ask everybody individually.  Yes or no on putting IDEAS on the agenda.  I don't know who to start with.  I'll go alphabetically.  Let's see.  Avery.

Senator Spranger:  Yeah.  Kind of like how I just said.  I think holding off on IDEAS and then moving forward with one of the presentations.  Because I really don't remember how long all the election stuff took.  Yeah, I think we all would have been a part of that at the beginning of the year.  Right?
Senator Kalter:  Yeah.  Last May.

Senator Spranger:  Yeah.  I don't really remember how that all went down.  So, it's hard for me to say like timewise, because I did agree with Tracy that maybe if we could keep it to be a shorter one, that would be good.

Senator Kalter:  I will just let you know.  I would estimate 10-15 minutes on that, 10-15 minutes on the Panel of Ten election.  We already do have Public Comment, at least one person.  We usually do 20 minutes for Administrator Remarks and all of that.  So that's getting into the hour.  Yeah.  Let's see.  So, Dimitrios, you're next.

Senator Nikolaou:  I'm going to say postpone it even though I'm okay with having it now.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.

Senator Nikolaou:  Officially I'm going to say let's postpone it.

Senator Kalter:  All right.  Dylan.

Senator Toth:  Yeah.  I'll change my tone for later, and I agree with Dimitrios that it would make more sense to start it in the fall and finish it so it's closer time for memory and those conversations to be more thorough.
Senator Kalter:  Lauren.

Senator Harris:  I'm for now.

Senator Kalter:  You're for now.  Okay.  Martha.

Senator Horst:  I'm thinking to postpone, and one reason is that then the sitting Academic Affairs people will hear it, and they'll know that they're in charge of potentially revising the proposal.

Senator Kalter:  And then I think…  Let's see, Taylor and then Todd and then Tracy.

Senator Phillips:  I would agree to postpone it.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  And Todd?

Senator Stewart:  I think it, yeah, it probably makes the most sense to postpone.

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  And Tracy?

Senator Mainieri:  I would advocate for doing it at the upcoming meeting.  I think there's great symbolism and in getting the word out there and also having people percolate over the summer.  But I think Lauren and I are overruled.  (Laughter)
Senator Kalter:  Yeah, it looks like we've got two in favor and everybody else against.  So we'll take it off this agenda.  I would suggest putting on the IBHE-FAC one considering what Martha said.  I'm not sure that the Textbook Affordability thing is needed to be on in May.  Dimitrios, is there any urgency to that one?

Senator Nikolaou:  No.

Senator Kalter:  Okay.  So, let's postpone that one to August.  So, okay.  So we've got the agenda.  Is the Call to Order, the Seating, the Roll Call, the election, the Panel of Ten election, the Public Comment, Chairperson's, Student Body President, Administrator, Calendar, the Academic Plan, and then IBHE-FAC, and then it'll be done for the summer.  All right.  So all in favor of that.  Oh, Martha?

Senator Horst:  I just had a question.  Is the Academic Plan…  Does the Senate endorse it, or what happens?

Senator Kalter:  I will have to look at minutes on that.  Usually we just receive the report.

Senator Horst:  Advisory.

Senator Kalter:  As an advisory item.  Dylan?

Senator Toth:  Yeah, please forgive me if you already said this and I'm wasting time, but I was just looking back on your e-mail, and you asked for a reminder about a CTE Advisory Item.  Is that something we talked about already?
Senator Kalter:  Oh, right.  Yeah, remember we had that on the agenda, and I made a brief mention of it in my remarks last time.  My sense is that can be put sometime in the fall.  It wouldn't have to be the first meeting.  It's basically just reviewing what the CTE is doing about the SGA's request for a change in the way that students are seated in that committee.  So, yeah, thank you for reminding me of that, but I was going to be recommending to just defer that to sometime in the fall, not necessarily August or September.

Senator Toth:  Definitely.  Just making sure.
Senator Kalter:  Awesome.  Thank you for bringing that to the minutes record.  Yeah, Dimitrios.
Senator Nikolaou:  Don't we have a leftover item from last agenda, Martha's item about the APC…
Senator Kalter:  APC charges and…

Senator Nikolaou:  Yeah, so if we are removing IDEAS….
Senator Horst:  But there's no Rules Committee anymore.  I think it makes more sense to have the Rules Committee…  I mean I can't speak for the Rules Committee right now.  There's no Rules Committee.

Senator Kalter:  And there's not really urgency on that one, right, Martha?  In other words, the changes to the APC charge are not changing the membership substantially as I recall.
Senator Horst:  Uh, uh.  Nope.
Senator Kalter:  Okay.  So, we can put that in the first August meeting hopefully.  You guys have a lot of business to do.  You might want to have a summer meeting or something.  (Laughter)  Just joking.  All right.  So, let me make sure that we've got, therefore, an agenda as read.  Let's see.  I'm going to go around the room this time.

President Dietz:  Right.

Senator Kalter:  And, unfortunately, I think it's going to be again, you know, as we move forward just because of the nature of our society.

Senator Kalter:  If it is easiest, because I am not on the Senate next year, I can do it and just be there with black screen.

Senator Toth:  I think if it's just kind of going over it before Wednesday, like I don't think it should be a problem for Rodrigo.  Like I know like you would have same like account as we all would have, so I don't think there's any more setup things besides just changing those settings that you were talking about, Dimitrios.  I think that would be fine.  I don't know.  Perhaps he could reach out to a couple of senators to do the Dimitrios and Martha's job of monitoring the chat box or waiting room or something like that maybe.
Senator Kalter:  Dylan, do you know how many participants you folks are allowed to have in meetings that you set up as students?

Senator Spranger:  I think we all have the same access.  I'm pretty sure.
Senator Toth:  Yeah, when we did our SGA meeting, the last one, I think there were like 94 people in there, and it was my link.

Senator Kalter:  So, it's like the up to 300?

Senator Toth:  Yes.  I was thinking 300, but I didn't want to say it was arbitrary, but, yeah, I think that's it as well.
Senator Kalter:  All right.

Senator Toth:  It's the Pro version.

Senator Harris:  Is there a livestreaming component that Rodrigo would have to figure out too, Susan? I don't think the Zoom…  I think the livestream would be the issue.

Senator Kalter:  Yeah, it's complicated, too, Lauren, because what we found was that it's linked to Cera's account, and so it gets multifactor authenticated, and so we can't really change it easily away from… Dimitrios did it last time.  So, what I did was open the meeting and then handed the hosting to Dimitrios to do, because he's got the link right now.  He's the one who's authenticated right now for the YouTube.
Senator Harris:  I was just going to say if this is just a one-time thing…  I don't know because I'm not going to be there.  I'm not going to be in Senate, either.  Like I feel like it will be okay if you just did it, but that's just my opinion.  I'm not sure.
Senator Horst:  It's such an exceptional circumstance that here we are meeting over Zoom and Cera's out.  I mean there are so many snafus that are happening.  It's just…  I would really appreciate it if Susan could do it just because there's so much things that have to be exactly a certain way, and the fact that Cera's not here.  I really do appreciate you covering all of this stuff, Susan.

Senator Spranger:  Yeah, that's what I was going to say.  I personally like would feel okay with you doing it and maybe give like cohost to Rodrigo or something.  I'm not sure.  If you're down to do it, I think that would be appropriate.

Senator Toth:  If you're willing, I don't have any objection, but that's the only thing is giving you another task when you're not assigned one.

Provost Tarhule:  Appreciate that very much.  Thank you.

Senator Kalter:  All right.  So let's see.  I'm just going to read this.  According to the Open Meetings Act, Section 5ILCS 120/2 Section C1, the Senate may hold closed meetings to consider the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the public body or legal counsel for the public body.
