Call to Order

Senate Chairperson Dan Holland called the meeting to order following the Senate meeting.
Approval of Minutes of Faculty Caucus Minutes of April 6 and April 20, 2010

Presentation: Lane Crothers, Former IBHE-FAC Representative

Presentation: Larry Alferink, President of the Local Chapter of the Annuitants Association 
Professor Emeritus Alferink: We represent the universities and community colleges in the state. You do not have to be an annuitant to participate. You must participate in SURS. Two years ago, there was nothing on the horizon about threats to pensions. That has all changed. One is a proposed constitutional amendment and the clear intent was to make it difficult to do anything to the pension bill that was introduced last year because it would require a super majority to increase pension benefits. It essentially locks that new bill into law. Senate Bill 512 argues that constitutional protections of your pension can be overridden. If you look at a pension reform bill, such as was introduced, the savings from those take years and years to recoup because people will not retire once the bill is passed. The third bill, and I do not know the status, was a bill to impose health insurance premiums on retirees. The good news is nothing bad has happened. The bad news is not because a lot of people are trying.
Prof. Alferink and the Faculty Caucus discussed details of the proposed bills and other pension issues.
