Call to Order

Senate Chairperson Susan Kalter called the meeting to order.
Approval of Faculty Caucus Minutes of Wednesday, May 7, 2014

Motion: By Senator McHale, seconded by Senator Bantham, to approve the minutes. The motion was unanimously approved.
Classified Research Review Committee Faculty Appointment Discussion
Senator Kalter: During the summer, I got an email from Senator Baur about our policy 4.1.13, the Classified Research Policy. Senator Baur is asking if we can appoint a faculty member to the committee this year.

Senator Baur: There are four aspects to the Classified Research Policy. There is the dealing with the death and dismemberment, which I don’t think we do too much of that kind of research on campus. There are situations where the sponsor of research prefers to remain anonymous, so that is prohibited by the policy. There is a restriction on being able to disclose the purpose of the research. That is the third thing prohibited by the policy. Those three things we almost never have an issue with. The fourth item in the policy is something that we run into pretty often and that is where there are publication restrictions as part of a research contract and that is prohibited by the policy. It is a matter of academic freedom. We don’t allow a sponsor to have a say in whether we can publish an article based on that sponsorship. There are times that sponsors want to keep that restriction enforced, and the policy requires that there be a committee to review that and make a recommendation to the provost about whether we should allow that exception. Looking at the policy, I was interested to find that we were supposed to have a committee to review that. It had been previously done just by the Research and Sponsored Programs Office. It involves a faculty senator, which I think is really important to have a faculty review of a request for an exception.
Last year there were about five of these cases, so it is not a high commitment. Much of this can be done by email or phone. There might be an occasion where it would be an in-person meeting. It tends to be a quick turnaround situation where the grant is being sent close to the deadline and we realize that there is a publication restriction and we have to have that approved. Pretty low maintenance committee; you might meet four or five times a year
Senator Kalter: The policy says one faculty member appointed by the Academic Senate, so it doesn’t specifically have to be a senator. What we should do right now is ask if there is a senator who would be willing to serve on that committee.

Senator McHale: I would like to serve on that committee.

Senator Kalter: Since we have no other volunteers, we can just affirm that Senator McHale will be our faculty representative…

Senator McHale was unanimously affirmed.
