Sen. Horst: No, I'm happy that it's in there. It just seems that the things were approved, but they're not moving on the state level.
Sen. Holland: If I am correct, the bill that it was part of was declared unconstitutional because it mixed two different types of items. So they had to re-appropriate it and it's all based on when they actually start collecting enough revenue.

Sen. Horst: Sheri, isn't the plan is that they are going to augment the fundraising?

Provost Everts: That is certainly something that is a priority. One, it was approved and the money is not being released so there is some lag time as to what the actual cost might now be.
