Senator Gizzi: At the FAC meeting, we spent about seven hours dealing with performance based stuff. There were a series of conversations with three legislators, we had Bob from IBHE. A couple of members from FAC are on the actual steering committee. The goal was to get a grasp on what’s going on and to figure out how we wanted to respond as FAC to the steering and their movement forward on the issue of developing the metrics. There was a lot of uncertainty. They had been given a presentation, which I included in my report. One of the questions asked where do schools like ISU and Southern fit. They don't know. I have heard nothing from them.
I have heard nothing from them since the steering committee met last week. 
President Bowman: I think we'll know a little bit more tomorrow because BHE is meeting tomorrow. At that meeting, the director is supposed to talk about the metrics and an overview of the recommendations they’ll make to the board in December. Supposedly in December, the board will get the final recommendation.
I had sent in my last e-mail a letter was sent from FAC to steering committee chair.  Abhas is the chairperson of FAC. He worked with guy from the Institute of Government and Public Affairs that gave us that last presentation. They worked out some general statements. As I have seen other universe providing feedback, I know Southern sent a letter, I don't know what ISU Academic Senate wants to do. If we want to provide feedback now or if we want to wait to see what comes out and provide feedback at that point or if we want to do nothing and just leave it as FAC has said. The e-mail exchange that we had last week that we are already at capacity, our retention is as possible. I can see us doing very well under this metric for the first couple of years, but what happens after that?
Sen. Kalter: where did this originate-- the performance-based funding model?
