Dear Academic Senate, 

With the recent implementation of the LeapForward project and the numerous changes faculty- and student-facing technology, I have been looking for a way for faculty to have a greater voice in the campus technology decision-making process.  With current IT governance, it seems we, the faculty, and the students, must simply accept whatever Administrative Technologies does without our input. The Data Stewardship Council, which is appointed by the vice presidents, and which seems to be the body directing technology priorities for the university, only has one faculty member on it and no students. I searched through the academic senate committees and could find none that expressly dealt with campus technology.  With technology continuing to play a greater role on campus I suggest the academic senate either press for more faculty membership on the Data Stewardship Council or form a committee to advise Administrative Technologies on faculty and student concerns. 

As an Associate Professor in the School of Information Technology and someone very familiar with technology and its use organizations, I am willing to volunteer to lead such an effort. I am, however, unfamiliar with how the academic senate works.  Please let me know what I can do.
