Call to Order

Senate Chairperson Susan Kalter called the meeting to order.

AIF ad hoc committee update

Going to start with the AIF ad hoc committee update.  I put this on the agenda because we need to ask the Faculty Caucus's permission essentially to continue the work of the AIF ad hoc committee into next year.
