Faculty Status Reports (Associate Vice Provost Catanzaro)
Senator Kalter:  All right.  I think we're recording again.  Sam, do you want to say anything about the report?
Dr. Catanzaro:  I will just be just be brief and maybe provide a little context for those who might be unfamiliar with the report.  So the table of promotions and awards of tenure…  You may not recall, but you've already seen this.  This is reported every October at the Board of Trustees meeting, and that report is shared with the Senate ahead of that Board meeting.  Page 2 gives an overview the ASPT evaluations, and in terms of University policies, there are only two evaluations that are made, satisfactory or unsatisfactory.  These are the counts. As you can see fewer than 1% of evaluated faculty are, in fact, evaluated as having performed unsatisfactorily for that calendar year.  There is always a small handful of folks who don't get evaluated.  Most of those are folks who have already announced their retirement or resignation, so there's no point in their being evaluated.  And I'll be happy to answer any questions.
