Minutes from 8/28/24 and 9/11/24 were approved unanimously after corrections for listed names.

Discussion of Policy 7.4.1 Grants and Contracts: revised wording concerning gifts vs grants. Changed title of Policy 1.8 to 'Matters of research and creative scholarship'.  Changed Contact phone number to RSP Office and not Provost. 

Began discussion of 7.4.2 Flow and Review of Grant and Contract Proposals: rearranged to begin with RSP role. 'Time for Deadlines' was updated. Changed to include the definitions of different roles (PI, chair/director) etc.

--What does ‘authorized University persons’ mean in the document?
--Mennonite submits to the Dean (supervisor) only.
-- Regarding the deadlines section there is lack of clarity about how complete and correct a proposal should be when RSP needs it.

McLauchlan mentions 7.1.1 Significant Interest Disclosure is going to take a considerable amount of time to review and will be discussed at a future date.

Guest: Jason Wagoner, director of RSP, arrived at 6:55 pm. Wagoner discussed the difference between gift and grants/contacts. Gifts typically don’t have restrictions on use of funds but grants and contract do.

For 7.4.2: What are authorized persons? The chair/directors of a department/school must authorize someone to be a PI.  Discussion of 'complete and correct' statement.  Routing needs to start at least 5 days before deadline. There are minimum aspects of proposal that need to be complete at 5 days before submission.  This minimum could be stated in the policy. Wagoner agrees that we should soften the language and will provide some wording. Jason mentions that routing is most important and started 5 days.  

Next time we meet we will discuss these changes to 7.4.2

Intention is to send 7.4.1 to Executive Comm. and hopefully then to the Senate as an information item.

Work on getting access to online documents.

Discussed other policies to look over this semester. Next meeting we will discuss 4.1.9.
