1. Approval of minutes for 10-08-25 UPC meeting

1. Athletics Council Report – review
1. Senator Peters mentioned that the first paragraph mentions Faculty Affairs committee, but Chair Stewart reminded the committee that we did approve of changing all Faculty Affairs committee to University Policy committee a few meetings ago. 
1. Senator Peters asked for clarification on the chart about the comparison between the pay of female coaches and male coaches- female coaches are making half of what men coaches are making? This is women’s team head coach's vs men’s team head coaches- which means it could be a male teaching a women’s team. 
1. Can be doing better matching women’s and men’s head coaches pay to create equality. 
1. It is marked as ‘University of Southern Illinois’ and ‘Norther’, so there are a few grammar and spelling errors that need to be corrected. 
1. Senator Peters asked how often it is actually updated and what has actually been addressed on these listed. 
1. Chair Stewart is going to address the question of what has been addressed in these lists. He will also address the softballs team memorial and how that is being addressed. 
1. Chair Stewart is also going to ask for the AI guide that has been created, and the AI sources the athletes had to bring. 
1. Discussion of 1.17 Code of Ethics and 1.17A Code of Ethics Professional Relationships (note that proposed revised version combines these policies)
2. Chair Stewart mentioned possibly combining points 6 and 7 since they are very similar to each other. Many mentioned no preference, so everyone agreed to combine them into one point (new point 6). 
2. [bookmark: _Int_HvtmQHLT]Legal asked to have the lists be consistent with bullets or numbers; the committee agreed on numbers to make it easier to read and find certain points. 
1. The committee agreed to using roman numerals to mark the sections, then restarting the numbered lists under each section.
2. [bookmark: _Int_9BluC9e1]In section three, legal suggested changing ‘academic community’ to ‘University community’. 
2. [bookmark: _Int_XcB0Pp9M]Chair Stewart changed section three title to ‘Professionalism’. 
2. Senator Barrowclough suggested just having “First Amendment rights” and Chair Stewart suggested then adding “including the freedom of speech”. 
2. Legal suggested bringing back point 3, and our committee agreed to bring it back with changes. 
2. Chair Stewart suggested moving the first sentence (deleting it from the beginning) and blending it into the third point for a more consistent look and read, the committee agreed. 
6. Winfrey-Richman pointed out that every other paragraph has a beginning sentence before the points, so Chair Stewart added one for section three as well after deleting what was already there.
