a. HR suggests removing ‘unpaid’ from a few spots to make some areas/points more clear. Ex. “Benefits During Unpaid Leave” to “Benefits During Personal Leave”.  
b. There were a few grammarical errors/spelling errors that needed to be corrected as well and unanimous agreement to fix though.  
c. Senator Schleder asked if there would be a sub section or different policy for unpaid leave, and Chair Stewart clarified that when they mean unpaid leave, it will say unpaid in this policy.  
d. Senator Peterson suggested adding ‘personal’ to the first sentence to help clarify and connect it to the title.  
i. “Employees are not entitled to personal leave of absence as a matter of right. In special cases, an employee may be granted a Personal Leave of Absence.”
