1. Approval of UPC minutes from 26-02-18 meeting
a. 1st by: Senator Campbell

2. Policy 1.17 Code of Ethics – discussion of question suggested on the Senate floor on Feb. 18th
a. Senator Kevin Meyer asked a question about freedom of speech and how a few of the sentences in the current wording in the revised version of 1.17A (now combined with 1.17) could be used in an unfair way, and raised the worry that there might be a conflict with the UFISU collective bargaining agreement.  He has let Chair Stewart know that he will probably propose striking two sentences related to these matters on the Senate floor when the revisions to 1.17 are an action item.
b. Russ Morgan points out that if someone does say something, they would need to be able to back up their statement. 
c. The committee agrees that Meyer’s motion to strike the sentences, if the motion is made, should be treated as an ‘unfriendly amendment’ in the opinion of the UPC and that such an amendment will need to go to the floor for debate so that there can be opinions from multiple other people as well, followed by a vote.

3. Policy 3.2.4 Salary Adjustments
a. [bookmark: _Int_46DopfMR]Chair Stewart is wondering if we need to investigate a possible misunderstanding that happened in 2023 with some changes that are possible needing to be made to this policy with legal. The committee agrees to let the dead end go and start with the changes. 
b. Both Russ Morgan and Chairperson Bonnell took the current policies and did mark-ups. 
c. Senator Peterson asked for clarification on if the President must approve all adjustments. Chair Stewart is going to get clarification on this. 
d. Russ Morgan suggested that the first sentence of the old version is untrue at the current moment and will need to be cut.
i. Senator Peterson wonders if we can combine the first two sentences of Bonnell's to help with clarity. 
ii. After some further editing, Senator Barrowclough wrote a paragraph that both clarified what needed to be and didn’t contradict any other sentence. 
e. [bookmark: _Int_rk9cKy8t]Senator Schleder asked for clarification between two sentences that used ‘salary’ and ‘annual salary,’ Chair Stewart suggested they should both just be ‘salary’.
