In spring 2011, SGA approved designated smoking areas. Focus groups were held to find out about attitudes about smoking and they resulted in the revised Smoking Policy, Tobacco Use Resolution and the No Smoking Zones Map. The map can be expanded to include other areas on campus. SGA did not want to include the space around the library because it might affect the students’ scholarly activities. The sidewalks around the quad are included as no smoking zones. The no smoking zones are attempting to avoid littering, while balancing the rights of smokers and non-smokers.

In the revised Tenure Policy, most of the language that was stricken was put back into the policy; it conforms with the ASPT document. Academic freedom was extended to shared governance and the Faculty Affairs Committee is considering an academic freedom statement for the campus community. The committee would like to ensure the library is able to exercise academic freedom, as well as other entities such as WGLT.
Senator Fazel asked how lack fit was addressed. Lack of fitness was discussed. It could be a medical issue or have something to do with cognition. Academic freedom is not in the Tenure Policy and the AFEGC does not define it. Provost Everts stated that the committee should keep in mind other polices already written.
